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Incomplete:
Section is missing.

Poor:
Use of facts, legal issues and application of client’s case to relevant law is unacceptable. 

Fair:
Use of facts, legal issues and application of client’s case to relevant law is beginning to take form but lacking in organization, clarity and consistency.

Good:
Use of facts, legal issues and application of client’s case to relevant law is presented in an organized manner and the argument is logical and persuasive.

Exceptional:
Use of facts, legal issues and application of client’s case to relevant law is thorough, extremely well organized and argument is internally consistent.
