Attorney Mastery Scale

30 – Perfect: needs no revision.

29 – Near perfect: needs almost no revision.

26-28 – Truly excellent: at the level of a seasoned attorney.

23-25 – Excellent: at the level of a quality junior associate; needs revision and reworking as marked on paper.

20-22 – Excellent: at the level of a top first-year student; needs revision and reworking as marked on paper.

17-19 – Very good: obvious attention to detail, good analytical and research skills; needs revision and reworking as marked on paper.

13-16 – A good first effort: lacking in research, analytical, or writing skills, or any combination of these; needs revision and reworking as marked on paper.

10-12 – Needs significant improvement:  Displays some obvious effort, but is seriously lacking in research, analytical, writing skills, or any combination of these; needs revision and reworking as marked on paper.

7-9 – Poor:  Evidences poor effort, poor understanding of the concepts, or both; is seriously lacking in research, analytical, or writing skills, or any combination of these; needs revision and reworking as marked on paper.

3-6 – Very poor: Evidences extremely poor effort, poor understanding of the concepts, or both; is very seriously lacking in research, analytical, or writing skills, or any combination of these; needs revision and reworking as marked on paper.
1-2 – Needs to start research and writing from scratch.
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
