ALWD
Review ALWD for correct citation form and/or placement.

AP
Use apostrophes properly. (Review plurals vs. possessives in Garner at 41-42; 90-94).

B/C
Heading needs a "because" phrase, advising what ruling you seek, and the facts which support that ruling.

C/A
A complete legal analysis always explains and distinguishes the counter arguments. (Edwards at 93).

C/C
This Application section needs more comparing & contrasting to the cited cases, i.e., more analogical reasoning.  (Edwards at 101-108, 120-123).

C/D
Context before detail - This section discusses details before providing the Reader with the context for why you are discussing those details.

 

FOR
Formatting issue; check the LRW Revised Rules 


NPR
Noun-pronoun mismatch.  (Garner at §10.10(a)). 


π
Revise paragraph length - Readers overlook long paragraphs. (Edwards at 270).

Q
Use quotations sparingly.  Too many quotations is a sign of adequate research but inadequate analysis.  (Edwards at 265; ALWD Rule 48).

QL
Since quotations interrupt the flow of your writing by introducing another voice, always introduce quotes with your own voice/language.  (Oettle on 12/30/02).

R/A/R  This section jumps back and forth between Rule Explanation    and Rule Application; instead, discuss your client’s facts only after you have fully explained the Rule. (Edwards in Chapter 8).

RS
Rule sentence can be written more persuasively towards your client - is the glass half-full or half-empty? (Oettle on 12/2/02).  

TH
Start most paragraphs with a thesis sentence, which asserts a position, rather than a topic sentence, which merely describes, but does not analyze. (Edwards at 269).

TR
The Reader needs a transitional word or phrase here.  (Edwards at 271; Oettle on 12/16/02; LRW Manual at 173).

TY
Typographical error - Proofreading errors will likely cause the Reader to question your credibility and your analysis.

V
Verbatim recitation of entire sections of text from a case or a statute is unnecessary - instead, excerpt out only what you need, using ellipses.  (Edwards at 263;  ALWD Rule 50; Garner at §1.43; Oettle on 2/24/03).

WP
“War and Peace” rule - avoid using the names of the parties from the cited cases.  It confuses the Reader.  
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
